Max Hatt & Edda Glass perform 

on Tuesday July 2nd at 7:00 

p.m.   Max Hatt / Edda Glass 

began in Montana, where Hatt 

had a jazz trio and Glass had a 

knack for singing Brazilian Por-

tuguese. Glass sat in on songs 

like "Girl from Ipanema" and 

they soon became the state's 

only Bossa Nova band, honing 

their original material on the 

side. 

 

Hatt grew up in the Chicago-

land area, studied jazz guitar in 

the David Baker program at 

Indiana University, and has tak-
en classes with Pat Metheny, 

Julian Lage, and Lee Retinour. 

The daughter of a jazz trom-

bonist and a music aficionado, 

Glass was likewise steeped in 

jazz, and learned to sing in Por-

tuguese through obsessive teen-

age listening to an obscure Nara 

Leão album (followed by the 

famous Getz/Gilberto). With 

other influences ranging from 

Neil Young to J.D. Salinger, 

Homer, Jim Jarmusch, and Casa-

blanca, the duo truly creates "a 

unique sound harmoniously 

forged from seemingly disparate 

elements," (Larry Groce of NPR 

Mountain Stage).

Troy Graham is a native to 

Marquette, Michigan. He is a 

folk singer-songwriter, poet, 

children's entertainer and work-

shop leader. Troy has spent his 

whole adult life playing music 
professionally.

It is meant to cele-

brate the Declaration of Independ-

ence of the American Colonies 

from Great Britain.   

 

John Adams, one of those who 

was a signer of the Declaration, 

wrote to his wife Abigail, “It ought 
to be solemnized with pomp and 

parade, with shows, games, sports, 

guns, bells, bonfires, and illumina-

tions, from one end of this conti-

nent to the other, from this time 

forward forever more”.  And we 

still celebrate in a similar manner 

across the United States.   

 

Interestingly, signers of the Decla-

ration of Independence, John Ad-

ams and Thomas Jefferson, both 

became Presidents of the United 

States and both died on July 4th,

farmer.  The book focuses on 

Rick Hammond, who has spent 

his life raising soybeans, seed 

corn, and cattle on his wife Hei-

di’s ancestral home Centennial 

Hill Farm. 

 

The story goes back to the his-

tory of the Homestead Act, 

which was the means by which 
the original homeplace was ac-

quired.
