Ensuring Safe Drinking Water in South Sioux City 
 
As part of our ongoing commitment to ensuring safe drinking water, South Sioux 
City is taking proactive steps to comply with updated EPA regulations. These 
regulations mandate that every drinking water system in the United States identi-
fy the material of water service lines for every address. 
 
To meet these requirements, the city has several interns who have been going 
door to door to check the material of water service lines. This initiative will con-
tinue until mid-August. The interns will be easily identifiable, as they will be 
wearing bright yellow city shirts and carrying badges. They will be visiting 
homes Monday through Friday from 2 PM to 7 PM and on Saturday from 9 AM 
to 2 PM.

Garantizar agua potable segura en South Sioux City 
 
Como parte de nuestro compromiso continuo de garantizar agua potable segura, 
South Sioux City está tomando medidas proactivas para cumplir con las regula-
ciones actualizadas de la EPA. Estas regulaciones exigen que cada sistema de 
agua potable en los Estados Unidos identifique el material de las líneas de servi-
cio de agua para cada dirección. 
 
Para cumplir con estos requisitos, la ciudad cuenta con varios pasantes que han 
estado yendo puerta por puerta para revisar el material de las líneas del servicio 
de agua. Esta iniciativa continuará hasta mediados de agosto. Los pasantes serán 
fácilmente identificables, ya que llevarán camisetas urbanas de color amarillo 
brillante y portarán insignias. Estarán visitando hogares de lunes a viernes de 2 
p.m. a 7 p.m. y los sábados de 9 a.m. a 2 p.m.

The South Sioux City Parks Department is actively identifying trees within the city right-of-way that are either 
ash trees or are dead, dying, or diseased. Door hangers will be placed at homes where such trees have been identi-
fied. 
 
The tree removal process will begin soon. Trees needing to be removed will be marked with paint on the street-
facing side. 
 
This tree removal initiative is being funded thanks to a grant from the USDA Inflation Reduction Act. In place of 
the removed trees, grass seed will be planted. However, residents will be responsible for watering the newly seed-
ed areas. 
 
The city is pleased to announce a free tree giveaway in the Fall for interested residents.

 Keep Grass Out Of Our Streets 
 
 
Please call the public works office at 
494-8166 first when you suspect a sewer 
back up it maybe the city line. City 
Backflow crew requests that you 
promptly return backflow surveys to 
public works or city hall. There are sev-
eral best management practices recom-
mended for homeowners to help keep 
grass from clogging storm drains and 
preventing other environmental issues: 
  
When mowing, direct grass clippings 
away from streets, driveways, sidewalks 
and other paved areas.  
Leave grass clippings on the lawn. 
(Grass clippings are composed of nearly 
85% water)  
Lawns mowed at taller heights are more 
competitive against weeds, and tend to 
withstand heat stress better. By leaving 
grass clippings on the lawn, you can re-
duce fertilizer 30 to 40%. (Leaving clip-
pings in place leaves the equivalent of 
one pound of nitrogen per 1,000 sq. ft., 
the same amount you would get from 
one fertilizer application.)  
  
If you must remove your clippings, 
compost them with leaves and soil. By 
following these simple suggestions, you 
are not only saving yourself money and 
helping the environment; you are be-
coming a little greener in the process.
